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Reading with your child

Find somewhere quiet and comfortable to sit together.
Begin by looking at the picture on the front of the book.  Ask them what the story may be about by taking clues from the front cover.  Point to the text and tell them that this says (Title of the Book).
Show them how to turn the page, explaining that we need to be careful not to rip it.
On each page ask them to point to the pictures and then the writing.  
Track the text as you read the words so that they have an understanding that the text has meaning.
Talk to your child about words they may not have heard before and what those words mean.
Encourage them to guess what may happen next at interesting parts of the story.
At then end of the book, ask them what they liked/ did not like about the book. 
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
