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Repeating patterns

Find two sets of items within your home that has at least 8 items per set i.e 8 forks and 8 knives or 8 socks and 8 tshirts.
Ask your child what the items are and show them how to make a pattern.  Place a fork down, then a knife, then a fork then a knife.  Ask them what would come next in the pattern?
Can they complete the pattern?  Can they create a repeating pattern independently using the two items?

You can make this more difficult by placing down two of one item then one of the other i.e fork, fork, knife, fork, fork, knife
Or
Using three sets of items i.e fork, knife, spoon, fork, knife, spoon.
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
