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Shape hunt

Draw the 4 basic shapes on a piece of paper- triangle, square, rectangle and circle.
Point to them and name them.  Ask your child to point to them and try to name them.
Show them something within your house that is circle shaped i.e a plate, lampshade, doorknob etc.
Ask them if they can find something shaped like a circle.
Repeat for the other shapes.
As your child finds these items, describe the shape of the item to them.  
You could say:
Circle ‘It goes around and around.  It has no edges.  It only has one side which goes all the way around’
Square ‘It has four sides and they are all the same length’
Rectangle ‘It has four sides.  Two sides are long and two sides are short’
