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.« Fine Motor Skills- There are lots of opportunities when
creating a Collage for children to develop their Fine Motor
Skills, working the tiny muscles in their fingers and hands that
are needed for important life skills.

.. Creativity- Collages are fantastic for developing creativity
and imagination, as your child can make anything! It's not
about the end product but the processes they used to get there
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Speech and Language Skills- Your
children will be able to practice language
when creating their collages as there is
so much to talk about!

You could talk about new textures, sticky
glue, soft feathers, colours, bendy pipe
cleaners.

A fantastic activity to encourage children
to develop their descriptive language.

Also if your children are old enough,
they will be able to talk about what they
are making and how they are going to do
it, for example: needing glue to make
pipe cleaners into wheels of feathers to
make hair!

Sensory activity- For little ones ( 2 years) its all about developing
sensory skills!
Making and playing with collage materials can be a wonderful sensory
experience, especially with the bright colours, sparkles and different

textures.

They might not be interested in making a collage, this is fine!
Just let your little ones enjoy exploring and maybe by joining in this
activity together your little ones will watch you and begin to learn what

to do.
